DIRECTOR’S MESSAGE

     Greetings! The South Lakes Band had a strong showing at All-District Band this year with
seven students being selected to participate. Kyle Brightwell, Pam Daniels, Kelsey Fraser,
Thomas Kennedy, Daniel Thayer, Jeff Ward, and Sean Williams were all chosen to
represent South Lakes at the district event. Jeff Ward, Thomas Kennedy and Kyle Brightwell
were named first chair in their respective sections and will travel to JMU for All-Virginia Band
and Orchestra auditions.  This is Jeff Ward's second area performance related accolade this
year.  Jeff was also selected in September to be a member of the All-Regional Orchestra.

     The All-District Band  is an honor group chosen from approximately 1000 students who
auditioned in early January.  After all were evaluated through a rigorous audition process, only
140 of these students were granted participation in this prestigious three-day event. These elite
performers had two days to prepare a full concert with a guest conductor.  The conductors for
this year were Jerry Junkin from The University of Texas and Tim Salzman from the University
of Washington. Our students did an exemplary job representing SLHS.

     The Pre-festival Model Campus concert  will take place on February 20, 2003 at 7:30 p.m.
in the Little Theater. The concert will feature the SLHS Symphonic Band, Wind Ensemble and
the LHMS Intermediate and Advance Bands. Noreen Linneman, Larry Einus and Judy Einus will
be here to evaluate the ensembles and provide feedback on their performance. Please plan on
coming out to SLHS to support our students as they prepare for District Band Festival.

     District Band Festival  will took place February 27, 2003 through March 1, 2003. District
Band is a major event for the band program whose intent is to provide students feedback and
evaluation on their performance.  Four judges were brought in from around the country to review
the performance of 42 ensembles from 15 schools. The 2003 panel was: Alfred Watkins from
Lassiter, Georgia; Paul Crider from the University of Texas; Steve King from Virginia Tech; and
Patricia Garren, a middle school director from South Carolina. The festival was held at Langley
HS in McLean.

SUPPORT THE BAND WITH ESCRIP

eScrip is a national program that allows schools and on-campus organizations (like the
Band Program) to raise funds through everyday purchases made at eScrip merchants. In our
area, the main merchant is Safeway. Safeway has replaced their register receipt program and
their old scrip program with eScrip.

It is easy to start earmarking up to 3 percent of your grocery bill to the band, and it costs
you nothing. All you have to do is register your Safeway card with the eScrip program each
year, and designate the South Lakes High School Band Boosters as the organization you want
to support. You continue to buy groceries as always. Make sure to have the cashier scan your
Safeway card (which you must do to get most sale prices now, anyway). Safeway donates up
to 3 percent of the total cost of your groceries to the Band Boosters through escrip.

How do you sign up?

First, you must have a Safeway card. That is the card you have scanned when you shop
in order to get the special prices that Safeway gives to cardholders.

If you have the Safeway card, the easiest way to sign up is to go to the eScrip web site,
www.escrip.com and click on “sign up” in the orange “parents/children” menu.

The next page will allow you to enter our group ID, 150627634, or you can search for us
by name (enter South Lakes). Remember to click the appropriate radio button so the site
knows whether you are entering the ID number or a name.

Select the SLHS Band Boosters from the resulting list. Then enter your name/address,
etc. and click next.

Then you will be prompted for your Safeway card number. Enter it and click next.
Then you can enter various credit and debit card information. This part is completely

optional and will not do us any good unless you use those cards at the fairly small number of
merchants that are part of the program. Eddie Bauer, Payless Shoes, and The Sharper Image
are some of these stores.

Enter your credit card info or just leave it blank. Then you have a chance to review and
approve the information you have entered. That is all there is to it.

You can also set up an eScrip account so you can go back and make changes.

I want to emphasize that the credit/debit card information is  NOT
required at a ll.  At Safeway, the donations to the organizations are
controlled by the Safeway Card. That is the important card to  reg ister. When
you shop, you can pay wi th  any cred i t card and the Band wi l l  sti l l  get cred i t as
long you have the cashier scan your Safeway card.
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Please note: The All Night Graduation Party (ANGP) group is also using eScript to raise
money. We do not want to compete with them for funds. If your band student is a senior,
please sign up for the graduation party. We want to sign up all band families with freshmen,
sophomores, and juniors (and their relatives and family friends). Signing up people for this at
the office is easy as there is nothing to sell and it doesn’t cost anything. If you know any band
alumni, please suggest to them that they sign up as well.

The program runs from October through May. We would like to build up as many people
as possible this year. Everyone will have to register again in the fall. If you have a senior
graduating this year, remember you can keep registering your Safeway card year after year
starting in the fall (while supporting the ANGP this year).

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This March, as in Marches past, a group of phenomenally talented young jazz musicians
will gather at the Kennedy Center to study with professional mentors, learn each other's new
compositions, and perform for the public. And blessing the music-loving spirit of the enterprise
will be the memory of Betty Carter, who envisioned the unique program and dedicated much of
her professional life to schooling young musicians.

Hailed as one of the greatest jazz singers of all time, Betty Carter had a distinctive style
based on an innate musicality, and lifelong study of music. She was drawn to jazz in her teens,
and sang with such stars as Charlie Parker and Dizzy Gillespie, and toured with Lionel
Hampton and Ray Charles. But she was iconoclastic, and fiercely perfectionist, and discovered
that she preferred singing her own way—with her own, hand-picked musicians. She had an
instinct for young talent, and chose and trained as her accompanists musicians who would
become stars on their own, including pianists Mulgrew Miller, Benny Green, Jacky Terrasson,
and Cyrus Chestnut; bassists Buster Williams and Dave Holland; and drummers Jack
DeJohnette and Lewis Nash.

After years of training artists by mentoring them in her act, Betty Carter began to look for
new ways to pass on the legacy of jazz to the next generation of artists. In April, 1993, Carter
hosted a week-long event in New York called "Betty Carter Jazz Ahead" at the Brooklyn
Academy of Music's Majestic Theatre, where young jazz musicians could come and play for
her, for each other, and for potential employers. When Carter needed to find a new home for
her "Jazz Ahead" program in 1998, the Kennedy Center stepped in.

The future was set, it seemed—and then Carter grew very ill. Just months before her
death, Senior Vice President Derek Gordon spoke with her. "I assured her that if it was her
wish, the Kennedy Center would be very proud to maintain the program in her name and in her
memory," said Gordon.

The Kennedy Center staged a benefit concert featuring more than a dozen jazz stars,
several of them alumni of Jazz Ahead, to help fund the program initially. Derek Gordon asked
the five teacher-artists participating in that first year's Kennedy Center Jazz Ahead-along with
the stars of the benefit concert—to work together to create a process for recruiting and
auditioning students for the coming years. Together, the artists began a labor of love,
continuing Carter's tradition. "It takes a lot of people to equal Betty," says Gordon. "The spirit of
what she did encourages artists to come and give a great deal. She continues to give through
the standard that she set and the responsibility she felt to give something back to the music."
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Carter's former collaborators and protégés have continued to participate in the Kennedy
Center's renewed Jazz Ahead program, including Terence Blanchard, George Cables, Winard
Harper, Carmen Lundy, Curtis Lundy, Bob Magnusson, John Patitucci, Jimmy Owens, and
Stephen Scott. For the past two years, University of Pittsburgh Professor and Director of Jazz
Studies Dr. Nathan Davis, who played side by side with Betty in engagements in Europe and
America, has served as the leader of the residency.

Prospective participants must apply, and the application must include a recording
consisting of an original composition—a mandate Betty Carter placed on the program. "Other
programs just jam, or play standards, which is great-but to encourage them to play their own
compositions is very important," says Dr. Davis. "It brings out new music."

It brings out the best artists as well, apparently. Each year, more than 20 young artists are
selected from dozens of submissions to join the Jazz Ahead program, and the level of the talent
is astonishing. "I heard this one young cat who burned my ears at the Kennedy Center!" recalls
Dr. Davis. The expectation that your fellow players will be serious, often professional musicians
who compose their own music brings the "cream of the crop" to the program, he notes.

Once there, the musicians will spend many hours teaching each other their compositions,
working together to build the best-matched ensembles, studying technique, presentation, and
programming with their professional mentors, and preparing for the public performances that
culminate the residency. Performances are also broadcast live on the Kennedy Center website.
